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“I always thank my God when I mention you in my prayers, because I hear of your love for all the saints and the faith that
you have in the Lord Jesus” (Philemon vs 4).

These words, written by Paul to his dear friend Philemon, accurately reflect what is in my heart as I think about and pray
for the churches and leaders on this district. I am so absolutely awe-struck by each of you and the things that you are doing
for the sake of the Kingdom and your communities. Each time I have an opportunity to sit down with a pastor or a church
board to listen to the efforts that you are making to make an impact on the people around you, it fills me with such excite-
ment for our district.

Those efforts will take specific shape during these next couple of months. Iknow that all of our churches are planning to
care for their community through various ministries such as food baskets, Angel Tree, taking wood and blankets to fami-
lies, providing mittens and coats to the homeless, providing hot meals for people who need them, giving gifts to children or
to needy families, putting together care packages for people in need, sending love around the globe, breaking bread with
strangers and dozens of other efforts to put the love of Christ on display.

Paul’s short letter to his friend Philemon was written to suggest that he extend generosity to Onesimus. Apparently, Onesi-
mus had been Philemon’s slave who had run away and had ended up in prison with Paul, Mark, Aristarchus, Demas, and
Luke. There the slave was set free in his spirit by meeting Jesus as his Savior. Now, with this letter, Paul was returning
Onesimus to Philemon with the suggestion that he be set free from his slavery through the generosity of Philemon’s love-
debt to Paul.

Our generosity comes out of our love-debt to Jesus. We recognize that we could never repay Jesus for his generosity to us.
As the song writer said, “Out of His infinite riches in glory, He giveth, and giveth, and giveth again.” And, so, it is only
natural for us to pour out our lives and our resources in generosity to those around us and an extension of the love that we
have received from God through Christ.

I just want you all to know that I see what you are up to and, as your superintendent it makes me very proud to be known
as your leader. “For I have great encouragement from your love, because the hearts of the saints have refreshed through
you” (vs 7).
